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Notes on a UruguayanArtist

Ricardo Pascale finds exotic South American wood in old
railroad ties or from old docks patinated by hundreds of
years of weather. In collage wall pieces or in totemic forms,

the rough hewn wood sparingly reveals its inner polished beauty.
WSG members attending the program had many questions and he
was very generous with his time. We all came away with a great
respect for the Uruguayan sculptor and the Embassy’s support of its
artists. They have an impressive arts foundation dedicated to using
the large gallery space. Keep an eye out for future exhibits at the
Uruguayan Embassy.

From the catalog: Pascale’s aesthetic project is a kind of cultural
diplomacy in sculptural form, mediating the often conflicting
demands of history and progress, nativism and global change. It is
no accident that Pascale brings to this difficult endeavor the skills
developed in an earlier career as president of the Central Bank of
Uruguay and financial consultant. To be an artist today is to be a
citizen of the world—for contemporary art has become every bit as
interdependent, borderless and volatile as transnational money
markets or global statecraft. 

Ricardo Pascale has large scale work in wood at the UN in NY, in
Chicago, Germany, Italy, Peru as well as in Uruguay.
