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On Being a
Museum Docent

Why would a professional artist volunteer as a museum
docent? Commit two to four hours at least two to four
times a month giving tours, (teaching, that is) for free,

when we are paid to do the same, often simultaneously, elsewhere?

I started many years ago as a favor to Dr. David Scott who 
wanted to save the old Patent Office Building at 7th and H from
becoming a parking lot by housing the National Collection of 
Fine Art there. Seeing it emerge to its ultimate glory as the
National Museum of American Art is a constant thrill. 

The discipline of preparing for new shows, seeing the art of new
“hot” artists, meeting and interacting with them and learning new
techniques keeps your own work closer to the edge—just some 
of the perks. “Tripping” with the staff and docents both in the 
US and abroad, seeing private collections rarely seen by the public, 
e.g. I’ve been to the home of Agnes Gund, the head of MOMA,
through 2 of her marriages (eat drink and remarry was the slogan
on her couch cushion.) I’ve been in the studios of Henry Moore,
Georgia O’Keefe, Chaim Gross, Richard Hunt, Mark de Suvero,
Eduardo Chillida, George Rickey, Kenneth Snelson, George Segal
and many more including the artists of Bilbao. I mention the
sculptors in particular, as I went over to the Hirshhorn when it
started, as it presented a great challenge: starting at the very
beginning of a great, new museum, and a controversial one 
at that—the first Washington institution to recognize
contemporary art.

I’ve loved communicating my enthusiasm and love of materials, of
fellow artists and the creative process. I may even have changed the
way some doubting and shy visitors to a museum have looked at
art. I know they were more comfortable, and receptive after their
time spent looking at art with me.

As a sculptor, my time at the Hirshhorn has given me far more
than I have given it. As well as the satisfaction of sharing my love
for art, and imparting information about its processes, I’ve actually
gotten several commissions through referrals from friends in the
museum and contacts from other docents. 

There is a mutual respect between staff and docents, many of
whom are artists on both sides of the equation, and many staff
members started out as docents. To all who may be tempted to
becoming a docent, let me remind you that learning is the greatest
high. We find new approaches to solving problems in our own
work as well as enjoying fascinating interactions with the public.

• Mexican Cultural Institute, March 19
Fission/Fusion: Contemporary Art
Mexico & US

Berta Kolteniuk curated the beautiful, exciting, witty
exhibit at the Mexico Cultural Institute. Six artists from
Mexico and six from the United States, including WSG
member Wendy Ross each contributed several works. The
panel discussion held on March 19 included all the U. S.
